Taken During Class- Main Points, Bullet Points, Diagrams/Charts,
Abbreviations, Paraphrases, Outlines, Leave Space Between Topics

Summary- Written after class. Brief Summary highlighting the main
points in the notes. Used to find info later.

The Sentence Method

Write down every new though, fact, or topic on a separate line, numbering as you progress.

When to use: The lecture material isn’t presented in an organized way or you’re unfamiliar of the relationships
in the material
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
